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NATIONAL PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE  
 

Tough  Choices 
 
Hello Again from the Land of Sunshine! I hope this holiday season finds 
you and your loved ones well and happy. Normally, I would use this 
December article to reflect on the past year or talk about holiday 
memories. This year I must make an exception. 
 
It is with deep regret that I must inform you that due to continued 
inactivity, in violation of the National Constitution, specifically but not 
exclusively related to a failure to hold meetings, socials, community 
events, etc., the Supreme Executive Committee voted, during the business meeting at Fall SEC, to revoke 
the charter of the Marion, IN – Alpha Chapter. This difficult decision was not made without a great deal of 
careful, thoughtful, and sometimes heated debate. But, the SEC felt that the time had come to make a hard 
choice. It is our responsibility, as National Officers of PDK, to act in the best interest of the fraternity as a 
whole.  
 
Over the past several years, many attempts were made by the SEC to help the Marion chapter correct the 
situation before it came to this point. Despite those efforts, no change was forthcoming, no meetings were 
held by, and for, the membership of the chapter. And, in practice, the only activity from the chapter was the 
payment of the per capita dues. Additionally, if the chapter intended to hold meetings, it would be unable to 
open or close them by ritual, as required in the National Constitution, because they had given most of their 
PDK paraphernalia to another chapter. It is the sincere hope of the SEC that the membership of Marion 
Alpha work together quickly to try to reinstate their charter as provided for in the National Constitution. 
We will do our best to help them with whatever decision they make. 
 
The SEC wants you to understand that the revocation of a chapter’s charter does not mean that their 
members are no longer PDK Brothers. They are free to transfer their membership to any other chapter as is 
convenient for them. Or, they may gather with those members from their chapter who may want to do the 
work necessary, as outlined in the National Constitution, to get the charter of the Chapter reinstated. The 
choice is theirs. As National Officers, and fellow Phi Delta Kappa brothers, we value their membership, 
and brotherhood, and hope that they will use this situation as a reason to rededicate themselves to the 
precepts of the fraternity. 
 
This is not to say that Marion Alpha was the only chapter who was, and is, having these issues. It is our 
hope that, if your chapter is not holding regular meetings or socials, not using the rituals for meetings or 
initiations, and does not bring in any new members for extensive periods of time, you will get together and 
begin to do the things necessary to help move this great fraternity forward. We, as your elected leadership, 
will do everything in our power to help you succeed. Please feel free to contact us at any time, as we are 
here to serve the membership. 
 
May you all have a Merry Christmas and a very Happy New Year.

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Debate

We all love to 
hear a good 
d e b a t e , 
whether it is 
between Presi-
dential candi-
dates,  US 
Senators argu-
ing proposed 
l e g i s l a t i o n , 
college students for the honor of 
their school team, or even high-
school students vying for the state 
championship.  Debate makes us 
listen.  It makes us examine our 
belief system and, most of all, it 
makes us think.  We are obliged 
to hear both sides of opposing 
points of view and, in so doing, 
may discover that our conviction 
was weaker than we had origi-
nally thought. 
 
One thing that debate seldom 
does is determine which side 
holds the truth.  Truth is often 
relative and is subject to the per-
spective and the traditions of 
those listening to the debate.  The 
winner of the debate is not al-
ways right.  It shows only that he 
is the better debater.    His solu-
tion to the proffered question, 
were it enacted, may prove to 
have sounded better that the ac-
tual result produced.  Such results 
are often referred to as unin-
tended consequences. 
 
I was asked to be a judge for de-
bate contests when my daughter 
was on the Kokomo High School 
debate team.  Team members 
were trained to argue either side 
of the debate question.  They had 

to learn the pros and cons of both 
sides.  They were allowed to keep 
a set of reference index cards for 
the pro arguments and quotations 
– and another set for the con argu-
ments.  Whichever side they were 
assigned at the contest, they 
would pull out that set of index 
cards.  Their job was not to prove 
the truth of their position, but 
only to convince the people in the 
audience that they held the truth, 
in much the same way that a de-
fense lawyer need not prove the 
innocence of his client, but only 
that there is not enough evidence 
to convict him of the crime.  F. 
Lee Bailey, the famous defense 
lawyer, said that once the case 
goes to trial, guilt or innocence is 
no longer the question.  The law-
yer that wins the case, prosecution 
or defense, is the one who has 
best prepared his case.  Right or 
wrong be damned. 
 
Sometimes I wish that the US me-
dia would adopt the same rules as 
those given to the jury by the 
judge.  A potential jurist will not 
be allowed to sit on the jury if he 
has preconceived notions about 
the guilt or innocence of the one 
on trial.  He is to leave his preju-
dices and personal convictions 
outside the courtroom.  He is not 
to judge the man by anything but 
the law and the evidence (Just the 
evidence Ma’am).  I frequently 
have watched as the media tries 
and convicts a man by public de-
bate.  They reveal evidence that 
they have heard from an 
“undisclosed” source.  What hap-
pened to America while I was not 
watching?  Why do we have a 
new crime designated a Hate 
Crime?  Aren’t all crimes results 
of some kind of hate?  This smells 

like State Mandated prejudice to 
me. 
 
There is a time and place for de-
bate.  There was a debate at the 
last SEC meeting in Winchester.  
It was the time and the place for 
this debate.  Reasonable men sat 
and debated the future of one of 
our chapters.  Alpha Chapter in 
Marion has not been operating 
according to the National Phi 
Delta Kappa Constitution for 
several years.  We all know what 
would happen if one of our 
States decided that they did not 
need to abide by the US Consti-
tution.  The debate involved how 
much leniency we could tolerate, 
and how many more warnings 
should we allow.  The debating 
was over and time to vote was 
upon us.  The decision was that 
their charter should be pulled.  
They would no longer operate 
under the tax umbrella of Phi 
Delta Kappa.    The vote for de-
nying them their charter was 
close – two for, two against, and 
two abstentions.  Our President 
was required to break the tie with 
his vote.  He voted to abide by 
the PDK National Constitution 
and rescind their charter – not 
without regrets.  Alpha Chapter 
now has six months (until the 
Spring SEC meeting) to amend 
their ways before this takes ef-
fect. 
 
A great sadness falls on the 
brotherhood when we lose a 
chapter.  It is almost like losing a 
brother to death.  Never again 
will we see them at National 
Convention or be able to hug a 
brother from that chapter.  They 
will be greatly missed.  We can
