SKIT & BAR-B-QUE NIGHT

Following the first day of Council Meetings, the host chapter usually sponsors a BBQ evening

at their club rooms, or other location, and this is usually when chapters, who are sponsoring a

members, for election to the National Office chairs, perform various skits. There is food, drink

and a lot of fellowship going on as well as campaigning. The MC of the evening should announce for everyone to be seated then, it is recommended someone already be picked to say “grace” prior to eating, then announce the rotation of tables for eating. Allow about one hour for everyone to eat. After the last person has gone through the food line, allow about 30 minutes. Then start the introductions; 

1. Introduce all PNP’s in attendance. This list can usually be obtained either from the Registration Committee or the National President.

2. Introduce all PNS’s in attendance with the current National Sweetheart being last one introduced. (Recommend while all are standing to sing “Sweetheart Song”, as this will the last time for the current Sweetheart.)

3.  Introduce all National Officers and their wives or sweetheart, starting with:

Outer Guard


Inner Guard


Sergeant-At-Arms


Auditor


Master of Ceremonies


Vice President


President

4.  If the current Chapter President of the Year is present he should also be introduced.

5. Introduce the first chapter that will be performing a skit.

6. Following the skits the host chapter should make any announcements for what is left of the evening and any announcements or changes for the next day.

7. If you have entertainment of music and dancing, introduce them to take over for the

      balance of the evening.
