PRESIDENT’S BALL

8:00 PM

Introduction of all National Officers by the MC. National Officers and their wives shall be introduced in rotation starting with the National Secretary-Treasurer and his wife/Sweetheart. 

The manner of entry will be through a tunnel of swords held aloft by as many Past National Presidents as possible and fill in with other Lay-Members. There should be twelve (12) total

(six facing each other) with the tips of the swords touching. As the National Officer and his Sweetheart passes through the tunnel of swords they will line up in a semi-circle on the dance floor thusly; National Secretary/Treasurer will go to the left; National outer Guard will go to 

the right; National Inner Guard will go to the left; National Sergeant-At-Arms will go to the

right; National Auditor will go to the left; National Master of Ceremonies will go to the right; National Vice President will go to the left; National President will go to the center. All National Officers and Sweethearts will form a close semi-circle.

(At this point there may be a few people who would like to take pictures so give them a 

little time.)

At this time the dance music should start with the National President and his Sweetheart starting and, then in order from the president down, all officers and their Sweethearts shall dance. Following the first dance, officers and their Sweethearts will be seated at tables reserved for National Officers. Name cards could be placed on the tables, but is not necessary as long as the table is marked reserved. Dancing will continue for all in attendance.

9:00 PM   During the first break of the Band. 

The National President (or he may choose for the MC to continue) to introduce all Past National Presidents and their Sweethearts, starting with the earliest year to the most recent year. This would be a good time to tell few jokes or something different. However, keep with the intent of the evening.

10:00 PM   During the second break of the band.

The MC will introduce all the Past National Sweethearts in attendance starting with the earliest year to the most recent year. As the Past Sweethearts are introduced they will be escorted, by

a (Pre Assigned) National Officer, to the front of the dance floor where she will be handed a

flower (President’s choice and his expense) by the National President and First Lady. Invite

PNS husband or friend to follow behind as she is being escorted to the dance floor. All PNS’s

will be escorted to form a semi-circle, after receiving flower, along with their husband/friend standing directly behind them.

When the current National Sweetheart is brought to the front by the Vice President and the National President gives her a flower she shall remain at the center stage, with the Vice President and her husband. The MC will read the name of the new National Sweetheart from a sealed envelope. While the name is being read the President will so out into the audience and escorts her to center stage. (Followed buy her husband.) The new PNS will remove the tiara and place it on the head of the new Sweetheart and then she will also put the sash on her. The National President will put the Sweetheart Bracelet on the new Sweetheart’s left wrist, then present the new Sweetheart with an arm bouquet. The First Lady or Presidents Sweetheart will assist President and new PNS by handing them the items at right time. Following this short ceremony all Phi Delta Kappa members will sing the Sweetheart Song to the new Sweetheart.

After the Sweetheart Song the first dance is by the New National Sweetheart and her husband. After about one (1) minute the National President will cut in followed by National Officers, PNP’s and other Phi Delta Kappa Members continue to cut-in and dance a few seconds with the new National Sweetheart. This dance is for the National Sweetheart, the second dance number will be for everyone.  

FIRST LADY TO ASSIST NATIONAL PRESIDENT AS FOLLOWS:


1.  Make sure the flowers of his choice are at the Ball.


2.  Hand individual flowers to the President to be passed out to PNS’s


3.  Hand Sash to current PNS to be pined on new Sweetheart.


4.  Hand Sweetheart Bracelet to President to be presented to new Sweetheart.


5.  Hand Arm Bouquet to President to be presented to new Sweetheart.


Responsibilities:


BRACELET:  National Secretary/Treasurer to President prior to Ball.

INDIVIDUAL FLOWERS:  President’s responsibility, usually it is a long stem rose

and host chapter should purchase them along with other flowers then President 

reimbursing you later. 


WHO ESCORTS WHO:  Assigned by the President ahead of time.


NEW SWEETHEART:  Name should be given to MC in sealed envelope and

                      opened by him only at the time it is announced.

FLOWERS AND SASH: Host chapter to purchase and have at Ball.

Flowers, an arm bouquet of (1) dozen fresh long stemmed red roses with baby’s breath and red bow. The sash usually red with PDK National Sweetheart and 

years of her tenure in black letting on it. 

Attending Past National Sweethearts should check and make sure that everything is present before Ball. 

This is a very beautiful and impressive ceremony and will never be forgotten by the National

Sweetheart when it is done correctly.
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
